I. General Information

· District-affiliated school support groups shall organize and function in a way that is consistent with the District’s philosophy and objectives, within adopted Board policies, in accordance with applicable UIL guidelines and financial and audit regulations. (Board Policy GE Local and GKD Local)
· Each organization shall operate under a constitution and/or by-laws approved by the superintendent and/or board of trustees

· A current listing of officers for each organization shall be submitted to the superintendent as soon as the election for those officers occurs.  If there are changes throughout the year, additional submissions are required.

· The business of each organization shall be conducted in an open meeting with adequate notification of all meetings to the membership.
· Requests for facilities use are subject to approval by the Superintendent or designee and shall be made in accordance with Board Policy GKD local “Non-School” use of School Facilities.

· Requests for facilities use may be denied if there is a problem with any organization’s failure to take proper care of YISD facilities and equipment.
· Organizations shall assume liability for any and all personal injuries or property damage arising from their activities

II. 
   Financial Management
· The responsibility for the accounting and safeguarding of the organization’s assets rests with its officers.
· Organizations are fully responsible for all debts, taxes, and other financial commitments incurred by the organizations.

· Organizations do not have the authority to commit or to represent in any way that YISD is responsible for any of its financial or contractual obligations.

· Organizations may not use YISD’s Federal Identification Number for conducting business of the organization.

· Organizations must exercise common business practices in the administration of its assets at all times.
III.  Representing the District

· Organizations and their officers shall represent Yantis ISD in a positive manner at all times.
· No smoking, drinking, illegal drug use, or foul language while representing YISD
· Understand that YISD facilities are provided by taxpayer funds.  Please respect the facilities and keep them clean.  If facilities are found in an unacceptable condition, you will be charged a fee for cleaning.
· Understand that being in a leadership role of such an organization carries with it a personal responsibility to maintain good values in your personal life as well.  Remember that our students deserve the very best.

· Basketball, baseball, and softball teams should strive to represent the district well.  Although the organization is separate from the district, to other teams, parents, and communities, you are Yantis ISD.  Please keep this in mind when naming your team and choosing uniforms.
